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PERYS EN COMPOSTE STEWED PEARS

Feasts during the Middle Ages contained  great 
variety.  Each course had many different dishes 
ranging from • sh, meat, or poultry to tarts, breads and 
compostes; stewed fruit.   Because wines and spices 
were not available to everyone only the wealthy could 
have afforded this dish.

There are several variations of this recipe that I’ve 
come across.  They all have the same basic ingredients 
in common: pears, wine, sugar and cinnamon.   

I have learned that practice and patience is all that 
is needed when learning a medieval recipe.  This 
is a good project for someone just starting out in 
the culinary arts as the ingredients are relatively 
inexpensive.  

Period:  England, 15th century
Source:  Harleian MS. 279

ORIGINAL RECIPE:

.xxxv. Perys en Composte.  Take Wyne an Canel, & 
a gret dele of Whyte Sugre, an set it on xe fyre & 
hete it hote, but let it nowt boyle, an draw it xorwe 
a straynoure; xan take fayre Datys, an pyke owt xe 
stonys, an leche hem alle xinne, an caste xer-to; xanne 
take Wardonys, an pare hem and sethe hem, an leche 
hem alle xinne, & caste xer-to in-to xe Syryppe; xanne 
take a lytil Sawnderys, and caste xer-to, an sette it on 
xe fyre; an yif xow hast chardequynce, caste xer-to 
in xe boyling, an loke xata it stonde wyl with Sugre, 
an wyllyid wyth Canel, an caste Salt xer-to, an let it 
boyle; an xan caste yt on a treen vessel, & lat it kele, 
and serue forth.

TRANSLATION:

Pears in Compote.  Take wine and cinnamon, & a 
great deal of white sugar, and set it on the • re and 
heat it hot, but don’t let boil, and strain; then take fair 
dates, and pick out the stones, and cut thin, & add; 
then take pears, and pare them and boil them, and cut 
them in thin slices, and place in the syrup; then take
